	이번 전시에 등장하는 이미지들은 강령술, 연금술, 치유, 환생이라는 네 개의 축을 중심으로 전개된다. 뇌의 주름을 연상시키는 구겨진 종이 위에는 생각과 상상, 기억과 감각의 흔적들이 빼곡히 축적되어 있다. 화면 속 이미지들은 일정한 방향으로 독해되기보다 서로를 가로지르며 이어지는 열린 서사를 형성한다.
	오랜 시간 글과 그림을 결합하는 작업을 지속해왔다. 초기에는 자동기술법에 가까운 방식으로 무의식적이고 초현실적인 이미지를 그렸으며, 이후에는 음악과 공연예술의 장면들을 화면 안으로 옮겨왔다. 최근에는 직접 쓴 시와 짧은 글을 다시 이미지로 변환하는 과정을 통해, 언어와 시각 사이를 순환하는 작업 방식을 구축하고 있다. 여기서 글은 이미지를 호출하고, 이미지는 다시 새로운 글을 요구한다. 설명될 수 없는 감각은 이미지로 남고, 이미지가 미처 도달하지 못한 영역은 언어가 이어받는다.
	작품 속 그림은 노트에 쓰는 평범한 글씨 크기와 비슷한 밀도로 그려냈다. 그것은 책상 위에 메모하듯 즉각적으로 기록될 수 있는 단위이자, 작은 책이나 만화의 페이지를 연상시키는 형식이다. 나에게 중요한 것은 이미지를 완성하는 일이 아니라, 사고와 감각이 발생하는 순간을 기록하는 행위 자체에 있다. 이러한 드로잉은 글쓰기와 유사한 구조를 가지면서도, 보다 직관적인 시각 언어로 재정립된다.
	작품을 제작할 때는 작은 화면을 집요하게 파고들며 스스로를 세공 기술자라고 생각한다. 구겨진 한 장의 종이에 수많은 이미지들을 새기듯 그려 넣고, 이러한 집중과 반복의 과정 통해 작품은 다른 차원의 밀도와 연금술적 가치를 획득한다. 반면 대형 작업은 벽화처럼 공간 전체로 확장되며 관람자를 둘러싼다. 그것은 하나의 무대처럼 보이기도 하고, 거대한 책장을 펼쳐놓은 장면처럼 느껴지기도 한다.
	작업 과정에서 강령술의 이미지는 명상과 기도, 그리고 잠에서 깨어나는 순간 희미하게 남아 있는 꿈의 잔상들로부터 시작된다. 연금술은 무수한 이미지의 축적을 통해 하나의 유기체적 구조를 형성해가는 과정과 연결된다. 치유는 그림을 그리는 행위 자체 안에 존재한다. 복잡한 생각과 감정들을 종이 위에 쏟아내며 스스로를 진정시킨다.
	이번 전시에 등장하는 글과 이미지들은 모두 환생의 감각을 공유한다. 하나의 형태는 다른 형태로 변형되고, 이미지와 문장은 서로를 반복하며 새로운 장면으로 이어진다. 이러한 순환의 구조는 작업 전체를 관통하며, 글과 이미지는 끊임없이 서로를 다시 태어나게 만든다.
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
